Hasan al-Basri
Sufism QuotesV.V.S. Manian

Abu I –Hasan Yasar 
al-Basri is also known 
as Hasan al-Basri. He 
was a Muslim preacher, 
ascetic, theologian, ex-
egete, scholar, mystic 
and judge. He stands out 
as the “great patriarch“of 
early Sufism. Some ha-
giographic sources indi-
cate that Hasan actually 
met Prophet Muhammad 
as an infant.
Hasan has been com-

memorated as an out-
standing figure by all 
Sunni Schools and fre-
quently designated as 
one of the well respected 
of early Islamic com-
munity. 

Early life
Hasan al Basri was 

born in Medina in 642. 
He belonged to the 
third generation of Mus-
lims referred to as the 
tabi un. (The successors 
of the companions of 
Prophet). 
 Hasan was revered 

for his austerity and 
support for “renuncia-
tion” (Zuhd- Arabic de-
tachment). He preached 
against worldliness and 
materialism during the 
early days of Umayyad 
Caliphate. Umayyad dy-
nasty was the first great 
Muslim dynasty to rule 
the empire of Caliphate 
during 661-750.  

Learning of Quran
Hasan is said to have 

excelled in exegesis of 

the Quran. He became a 
tremendously important 
figure in the development 
of Sufism. His name ap-
peared in many mystical 
sisilas (Chain of teach-
ers and disciples) in the 
writings of Sunni mystics 
from the ninth century 
onwards. (WP). Hasan is 
said to have given highly 
motivating and meaning-
ful spiritual discourses 
with interesting stories, 
anecdotes and proverbs.
Only few of his writ-

ings with his proverbs 
and maxims on many 
subjects which were ear-
lier transmitted through 
oral tradition are available 
today. Some fragments of 
his famed sermons have 
survived in the works of 
later authors. The only 
complete manuscript in 
his name are apocryphal 
works such as the “Ri-
salat al-qadar ila Abd 
al-Malik, a pseudo opi-
graphical from the ninth 
century.
After reaching the pin-

nacle of glory in Islamic 
spiritualism, Hasan died 
in Basra in 728 at the 
age of eighty six. On the 
night of Hasan’s death, 
a local man saw in his 
dream that the gates of 
Haven were opened and 
a crier announced verily 
“al-Hasanal-Basri is com-
ing to God, Most High, 
who is pleased with him. 

·         Bury yourself and the desire to 
be  known
·         Believe in scholars in all that they 

say except what they say about each other
·         Stay away from the busying as-

pects of life and surely, life has abundant 
busying aspects
·         The intelligent person’s tongue is 

behind his heart: When he wants to speak, 
he first thinks. If his words will be in his 
favour he says them, and if they are against 
him, he does not speak. And the ignorant 
person’s heart is behind his tongue; when he 
merely thinks of saying something, he says 
it whether; it is for or against him.

Charity  
A man could find no cure for his illness 

and asked Hasan for advice. Hasan advised 
him to give charity profusely. The man dug 
wells and was cured. (Today our politicians 
here have taken away the tanks, ponds and 
lakes for buildings and created water famine)
